Manuel de Falla is best known for his orchestral and 
operatic music, but he also left signi%cant traces in his 
piano works. Falla's piano works are characterised by 
their melodic richness, the use of Spanish rhythms and 
his ability to evoke landscapes and emotions through 
music. His style is a fusion of the classical tradition with 
the folk music of his homeland, which gives him an 
unmistakable stamp. 

On the occasion of the 150th Anniversary of Manuel de 
Falla (*23 November 1876 † 14. November 1946), the 
Andalusian pianist Javier Perianes plays works by De 
Falla on the piano in the breathtaking surroundings of 
the Alhambra. During the 60-minute programme, he 
also acts as presenter, explaining to the audience the 
importance of the great Andalusian composer's music in 
the different rooms and gardens of this emblematic 
monument, a true ambassador of Spanish music to the 
world.

Arvo Pärt is one of the most outstanding composers of 
our time, whose work has had a lasting impact on the 
perception and understanding of music. In 1976, he 
developed an unmistakable musical language that he 
called Tintinnabuli. This innovative form of expression 
has not only inspired a wide audience, but also continues 
to shape his artistic work to this day. Pärt does not 
follow a traditional school of composition and does not 
teach, yet his music has had a profound in>uence on the 
contemporary music scene. 

Arvo Pärt's work has greatly changed the understanding 
of music and in>uenced world music in the second half 
of the 20th century.

This special concert features piano music that re>ects 
the diversity and depth of Pärt's oeuvre. The Latvian-
born pianist Georgĳs Osokins plays a selection of works 
for piano solo by Arvo Pärt, including some new 
transcriptions written by him (Fratres, Fragile e 
conciliante).
